Broomball to Compete Coaching Clinic

The Saskatchewan Broomball Association and Broomball Canada are hosting a Broomball to Compete Coaching Clinic in Regina, SK on the weekend of November 4 – 6, 2011.  We are inviting all coaches that are interested in coaching at the Minor or the Senior Level in Saskatchewan to attend.  We would like extend the invitation to coaches from the Western Provinces and the Territories as well.  
The Broomball to Compete Clinic (BTC) is replacing both the old Level 1 and the Level 2 coaching programs.  Training in the BTC context will consist of a 15 hour workshop and modules that cover topics such as Skills Foundation, Planning, Skills Analysis, and Teaching and Supporting the Athlete.  The coach will also be required to complete a 3.5 hour Making Ethical Decisions workshop in order to become BTC Trained.  
For a coach to become BTC Certified, the coach will be required to build a portfolio that includes 3 lesson plans, an emergency action plan, a skills analysis assignment, and a completed self assessment and peer assessment.  They will also need to be observed coaching in a practice setting in person or by submitting a video to a qualified evaluator.  The final step will be to complete an online evaluation of the Making Ethical Decisions module.  

Certification will be for a five year period after registration as “Certified”.  Certification will be maintained provided the coach has been active for two years of the five year period and has obtained three professional development credits during the certification period.  

The SBA has minimum requirements for its coaches that intend on coaching at the Minor and Senior Levels.  These minimum requirements are Fully Certified Level 1 (from the old coaching system) or BTC Certified (new coaching system).  Broomball Canada is proposing that for the 2012 Senior and Juvenile Nationals that all coaches have a minimum of BTC Trained status for those events.  It is anticipated that by 2013, Broomball Canada will require coaches at the Nationals to be BTC Certified.  

We are very fortunate that Broomball Canada has chosen to host its first BTC course in Saskatchewan and we encourage all interested coaches to attend this clinic.  The cost to register for the BTC course is $200.00 payable to the SBA.  The cost for the evaluation portion will be an additional $150.00.  If a coach chooses to pay for both the clinic and the evaluation, the cost will be $300.00 (a discount of $50.00).  A portion of these fees may be recovered through your team MAP Grant eligibility.  Please refer to the MAP Grant guidelines for your category for details on this eligibility.  

The clinic timelines are as follows:

Friday, November 4 – 7:00pm – 10:00pm

Saturday, November 5 – 8:30am – 5:00pm

Sunday, November 6 – 9:00am – 3:00pm

*Registration will begin at 6:30pm on Friday. 

The classroom portion of the clinic will be held at the Administration Centre for Sport, Culture and Recreation (2205 Victoria Avenue) in the main board room.  The SBA has blocked 8 rooms at the Ramada Hotel (1818 Victoria Avenue) for interested coaches.  This hotel is two blocks from the Admin Centre where the clinic will be held.  The rate for the rooms is $129.00 plus taxes and the rooms will only be held until 4pm on October 21st.  Rooms will be released after this date and the above noted rate will no longer be guaranteed.  All guests are required to contact the hotel directly at (306) 569-1666 or toll free at 1-800-667-6500.  The block is listed under the “Saskatchewan Broomball Association”.  

Please fill out the attached form and mail, email or fax it to the SBA office.  Registration deadline for the clinic is Friday October 21st.  
All participants will need to bring gym wear, a sock for your broom and Broomball equipment for on ice activity.  Please ensure you bring a helmet as well.  This will be the only BTC course offered in Saskatchewan this year, so we hope that you will be able to attend this clinic.
