· Senior – New teams/loss of teams? – Regina Men’s League may not have one team due to the ice options available in Regina.  All teams must play 3 tournaments in order to be eligible to attend Nationals if so desired.

Final commitment has to be made by December 15th for Sask I; Sask II won’t be known until the following January.

· Discussion concerning the 2 divisions included:

· X Man rule for Mixed Nationals – Senior men playing at Nationals 2 years previous cannot play at Mixed Nationals (check the CBF rules)

TYPE "X" MALE PLAYER RULE (2012): 

· Any MALE player registered on a Senior "A" or "B" or Non-Contact LEAGUE roster as of February 15th of the current playing season.  An “X” player is also defined as a male player who has participated on a Juvenile team and has been out of Juvenile for two years (his 3rd playing season) and any new player (not previously affiliated) has participated for four accumulative years.     

· Previous status in the above noted division is not considered 

· Females are not considered as "X" in this division

·  Maximum of 3 "X" males are allowed

· Any number of age exempt players are allowed in the intermediate division

Motion:  Angie Schlechter/Jocelyn Fraser –  That B Division can only have three X players (X Player rule (see above). Shelley Schroeder abstained from the vote due to not having enough knowledge of issue.

· Discussion concerning X Player in Regina League – Joey attended this meeting and provided the following for same:
· Regina is keeping rule for this season.

· Regina Men’s league feel this is killing the league

· Potential for more players but Mixed rule hinders that.

· Senior Provincials Roster as of February 15th, the men are considered X players on the SBA roster

· Jocelyn Fraser – stated an X player rule in the Regina League states that a player is an X mark player once on a Sr. Men’s roster.  The league is ok with men playing league and tournaments throughout the playing season.

· Technical 
· Criminal Record Checks & RIS - Criminal Record Checks will be done every year.  They are only valid from April to April each year and the original is needed for Provincials and Nationals.  SBA delegate will confirm this at Provincials.  All coaches, managers, parents etc on the bench must take their RIS (Respect in Sport) before Provincials.
· BTC Course (Plus MED) & Evaluations – Stacey will send out an email to all teams to see if there is interest – need 8 participants to do a clinic.  There’s 13 interested right now – will probably be held in Bruno/Aberdeen.  CBF will only pay Chad for one session so please let your members know.

· Officials Contract/RIC (Increase in Fees) – Discuss with tournament/leagues

· Good conversation between all parties; only change in fees is moving from $35/game to $40/game
· 3 year contract terms

· Tournament organizers to contact Larry directly – not Stacey – and book the officials

· $2 per game fee - $1 goes to TOC and $1 goes to SBA

· Official’s clinic – looking at hosting in Estevan, La Ronge, Regina, and Saskatoon – more information will be coming once interested numbers are known and confirmed.  Devin, Albert or Dustin will be doing Regina clinic – Stacey will check to see when the Boardroom is available and provide Larry with that.

· Larry will advise by October 1st when Regina clinic will be held.

· Code of Conduct – ZERO tolerance towards officials – coaches/players will be tossed from the game and given a 1 game suspension.
· SBA Office

· Deadline for Affiliation & Registration Forms – Forms must be filled out completely – Minor Category is February 1/19; Senior February 15/19, Mixed March 1/19.  (Senior and Mixed teams must have initial roster and fees submitted by Senior meeting in January (Mixed Monday following Senior meeting). 
· CRC date to hand in & new fee - $10 and letter is on SBA website – both City (Regina & Saskatoon) will be charging this, not sure about RCMP yet.
· Fees increase over few seasons – (Not increasing this year, but next 2 seasons following – applies to Provincials only
· Player Clinics/Loaner Kits – 3 kits are going to Saskatoon with Rachelle and 2 are staying with the SBA.

· Cameron Weiman advised that the Warman Middle School bought shoes for all the kids after last year’s clinic.  They got a complete kit from the CBF through the “Lace to the Top” program and that should be deemed as a positive for the sport.

· Newsletters – sent out in July.
· SBA Awards Night Format – leave as is

· May Board of Directors Meeting Date – usually 1st Saturday in May.
MOTION: Carla Buell/Carly Schatz To have the May Board of Directors meeting Friday night rather than Saturday.  The Executive summer planning meeting will follow Saturday and Sunday in order to eliminate another meeting having to be held two weeks later for the Board.

· AON Incident Reporting (30/90) – get your incident reports in as soon as it happens, even if there are no doctors required.
· Rulebook Changes – Committee? – tabled until next season (Larry will form a committee to go through the rulebook to present at next year’s AGM)
· Concussion Protocol – open discussion concerning who is responsible and what to be done; the SBA will not be monitoring this as it is the team coach/manager’s responsibility to ensure the safety of  their players; if an on-ice incident occurs and a player is sent off, the officials may request that a Dr’s note be produced for that player before he/she is allowed to play again; as an organization, the SBA is going to request that all teams take this issue serious and encourage all members of  your group to educate themselves .
· CRC Waiver – 2 yr? – the CBF is looking at going with a 2 yr term, the SBA will stay with what we’re doing now as a lot can change in a 2 year period.  The CRC is really only as good as the day you obtain it.
