II. PRESIDENT’S ADDRESS

a. Chad Schneider spoke to the membership for the first time as the new SBA President.  This position was approved by the SBA Executive at a special meeting in August which did not have to be taken to the membership for a vote due to the policy guidelines.  

b. Sask Broomball had a very successful World Broomball Championships, and the committee and SBA were able to not take such a huge loss on the event, with an overall $5000 loss which didn’t dip into the SBA reserve at all.

e. Technical 
· Criminal Record Checks & RIS - Criminal Record Checks will be done every year.  They are only valid from April to April each year.  If you got it in November, it will still expire in April.  The SBA office will shred them after Nationals each year.  All coaches, managers, parents etc on the bench must take their RiS (Respect in Sport) before Provincials.  To all coaches, just send a copy to the office and keep the original with you.  If your team goes to Nationals please have them on hand, the CBF will ask to see them.
· BTC Course (Plus MED) & Evaluations – Stacey will send out an email to all teams to see if there is interest – need 12 participants to do a clinic.  Evaluations have to be completed for anyone who took the course 2012 and on, if not done this year, a coach won’t be fully certified without having to redo the entire course.  Chad cannot certify a coach if he taught the original clinic – Curtis Anderson will be able to certify, again only if he didn’t teach the original course.  Making a video of a full practice and sending it directly into the CBF is a great way to finish this off, the requirements are available online if needed.  Chad and Curtis are both more than willing to help anyone with any questions, but won’t be able to sign off on anything.

· Officials Contract/RIC – Stacey advised that Larry Cole was selected as the new RIC – this was determined by the current officials voting on it themselves.  With regards to the Officials Contract, Larry will be meeting with the SBA Board members to work out details – they will currently be working under the 2017-2018 rates as is; Larry did advise that there will definitely be a change coming up with respect to the expenses.  Chad set the May 2018 Board Meeting as the timeline to have a draft copy of the contract in place.  Cameron Weiman did research on numbers currently being paid out by Lacrosse & Hockey – the 2 sports that closest resembles ours and did advise that this was based on their 2 hour games versus our 1 hour.  Lorraine brought up that if each team could provide at least 2 refs that would go a long way to eliminating travel and expenses.  Andrea advised that the Mixed team will be able to supply at least 7 refs – but only for the Mixed League.

· Devon is still willing to do the clinics with some of the options being:

· October 14th – 1-5 classroom – location TBD

· October 21st – possibly in LaRonge – Stacey to confirm

· October 22nd – Saskatoon Sask Sport Building

· Anyone interested is to advise as soon as possible - $15 up front - $50 for provincials with the $15 being deducted at that time; all refs are responsible for their own jersey at a cost of $50

· For any team booking refs for the tournament – make sure your schedule is sent to Larry as soon as possible and he will look after booking the referees.

f. SBA Office

V. PROPOSED BYLAW & RULE CHANGES 2017

Bylaw # 5.6.3 Minor Provincial Championships:

Currently written:

5.6.3 
For hosting purposes, the minor category will switch from 3 zones (North, Central and South) to 2 zones (North and South).  The location of the events will rotate between the areas in the opposite zones. The dividing line being Davidson.
Reason for change:


Current dividing line of Davidson doesn’t divide the eligible hosting towns fairly.  Generally there are more communities to host the north zone, so the opportunities for the north to host take longer in rotation than the south.

Wording of new addition:


For hosting purposes, the Minor category will be 2 zones (North & South).  The location of the events will rotate between North and South.  The dividing line will be reviewed annually based on the location of participating communities in the prior year, combining gender in each category.  Dividing equal numbers of communities between North and South, and in the event of an odd number, the host central community will be added to the hosting zone.  Or a regular rotation of all teams that wish to host the Provincial Events. 


The teams present had a discussion at the AGM and Stacey is to provide them with the previous provincials hosts and they will take this discussion to the minor category in January to create a rotation amongst the minor category.  The Minor Chair will assist with this discussion.

Bylaw # 5.6.1 

The Juvenile Provincials will always be the last weekend in February or a minimum of 4 weeks prior to Nationals.

This did not need to be discussed as the wording is already in place for the change they requested.

Senior Bylaws: Section 3.7 National Championships
- 51% of the current Provincial Championship Registration form must be registered with the attending team for the following season.  All numbers of players will be rounded down if there is a fraction in calculating the 51% (i.e., 12.79 players = 12 players).
Request is to remove this bylaw as it’s becoming more difficult to have 51% of the roster and SK is the only province that does this.

VII. Motion:   Curtis Anderson/Rachelle Raymond – To accept the bylaw change as presented. 
                       Motion Carried.

Current Overtime: Change to:  3 on 3 with goalie.  If team is assessed a penalty they remain at 3 players and the team with the advantage increases to 4 players.  When the penalty expires the penalized player goes on the ice.  Play continues at 4 or 4 until a stoppage in play, and then both teams revert to 3 on 3.  If a second penalty occurs for the same team, then the team with the advantage increases to 5.  Never does a team play with less than 3 players, as is consistent with regular broomball rules.

Change Overtime to:  3 on 3 with goalie.  If team is assessed a penalty they remain at 3 players and the team with the advantage increases to 4 players.  When the penalty expires the penalized player goes on the ice.  Play continues at 4 or 4 until a stoppage in play, and then both teams revert to 3 on 3.  If a second penalty occurs for the same team, then the team with the advantage increases to 5.  Never does a team play with less than 3 players, as is consistent with regular broomball rules.  During an overtime period, there will be 3 on 3 with a goalie for the first 10 minutes and in the even a penalty is called, the player coming out for the non-penalized team has to the of the same sex as the player that got the penalty.
Background: A team playing with 2 players is at a great disadvantage.  In regular time play, never does a team reduce to less than 3 players.   The 2016 Gold Broom used this rule in playoffs and it was well received by the teams.  Also, this rule has been used in hockey and works well there.

	8.5 Director’s written resolutions

	Written resolutions give the directors greater flexibility in making decisions, as the directors don’t have to be present at a board meeting.  Director’s decisions made by written resolution must be unanimous.  This means all eligible directors i.e. those entitled to vote, must vote for the same view on a matter.  Sometimes a director isn’t allowed to vote on a matter, i.e. they aren’t an eligible director.  For example, a director isn’t eligible to vote for their own proposed situation.

The minimum number of eligible directors needed to pass a written resolution is the same as the quorum for a directors meeting.  All eligible directors must either sign copies of the resolution, or otherwise agree to it in writing.  

The chairperson may only vote when the vote would change the result.  Therefore the chairperson may only vote to break a tie.

	A resolution, duly moved and seconded, may be voted on by mail, email, fax or telephone ballot at the discretion of the chairperson

	No member of the board of Directors shall have more than one (1) vote.
