 President’s Address
· Chad addressed the board members discussing how this is a very trying time in the world let alone sport.  We were very lucky to complete our season minus the cancelling of Nationals. The meetings this year are likely going to be virtual until the larger group settings open up and when rental space is open again.  All SaskSport board rooms are closed for the time being.  Chad is optimistic that we will be able to start our season this fall like normal, but right now only the Phases/Province will be able to dictate that.

Committee Reports/Issues


 Senior

· Rachelle Raymond summarized her report from Senior Provincials.  She sent them our prior to the meeting.  Stacey will send them out with the minutes.  Provincials were completed before COVID hit, so we were able to complete Senior Provincials.  The Odessa Renegades and Saskatoon Flyers were champs this year.  However with Nationals being cancelled/postponed, a lot of the senior teams were disappointed this year.  Hopefully we will be able to host the even next year.  Joey did not provide a report and was absent from the meeting.  

Minor
· Ray spoke about the minor program; there were 8 Bantam teams, 9 Midget teams, and 10 Juvenile teams.  Bantam has a separate event now.  Strong addition of 2 boys teams, we also lost Estevan this year.  All provincials were once again run very well.  Lots of minor tournaments in the province, and are all well attended.  Debden Speedballs, Roadrunners and the Aberdeen Attackers were supposed to attend Nationals in Owen Sound, but due to COVID this was cancelled/postponed for this season.  We hope to have more information on what will happen with this in the upcoming months from the CBF.  Yvonne agreed with Ray, the season was very good.  

Mixed
· Alyssa spoke regarding the mixed category stating that the Regina Mixed League was down to 5 teams this year and the Saskatoon Mixed League has 3 teams, but the Flyers play in the league as well to make 4 teams.  There were 10 teams at Provincials and the event ran really well.  


Masters

· Roger was not in attendance at the meeting, but Chad mentioned that we did try to get a Masters team for Nationals this year, but due to the lack of interest across the province the category did not get off the ground.  Maybe there will be interest next year.  

Aboriginal

· Leonard was not in attendance, but Stacey reported that we tried to get an Aboriginal Provincials up and going again this year, but due to only one team registering we were having to cancel the event for the season.  A lot of teams rely on the Councils to pay for the fees which isn’t easy to access.  It’s frustrating for all involved.  

Technical 
· Curtis spoke regarding the courses this past season.   There was a BTC course hosted in Regina this season, and there were 8 coaches in attendance.  We also held a BF2 course in March in Prince Albert.  This was for the upcoming TCFNWG.  There were 21 people in attendance.  The host group failed to confirm the meeting space, but the facility was able to adapt and get a room for the group for the day to accommodate.  This was very much appreciated as the host coordinator was not accessible by phone or email that day.  In the summer of 2019 Curtis, Ian and Les all attended a BTE course in Quebec.  We plan to use them for a developmental camp, but COVID will put a slight delay in that.  
· We will look at hosting  a course again this fall, but it will likely be virtual, but we are looking to see what the CBF says about that for this season.  

Officials
· Larry spoke to the great number of officials we had this season.  There were lots of tournaments and less problems covering games in the North.  He was hoping the aboriginal course would have more people doing other events, but that didn’t work out.  
· There is a new course being introduced this fall by the CBF, it will be a mandatory course.  We hope the change in the program will increase participation in the program.  What can be done to make things better?  The new program is a great format, but again due to the situation the world is in right now, this could look different this fall as well.  We are waiting on direction from the NSO.
