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Saskatchewan Broomball Association – Saskatchewan is committed to creating a sport environment in which all individuals are treated with respect and dignity.  Coaches have a responsibility to create a sporting environment that is free of harassment, abuse, bullying and neglect.


As per the requirements of Sask Sport, Saskatchewan Broomball requires that all coaches complete the online Respect in Sport certification (or equivalency*).


Respect in Sport is an on-line training course for coaches and sport leaders.  It is designed as a tool to assist coaches in identifying and dealing with abuse, neglect, harassment, and bullying in sport.  The program provides coaches with tools which will assist them in their ability to deal with legal and moral responsibilities, making them less vulnerable and more confident in dealing with sensitive issues.  This program is a risk management tool, which can assist Saskatchewan Broomball Association members to reduce liability.

For the 2013/2014 season, all head coaches will be required to complete the Respect in Sport online training prior to their first competition/tournament.  


By the 2014/2015 season, the SBA will require that all coaches, assistant coaches and managers have completed the Respect in Sport training.  



Therefore, any Saskatchewan Broomball Association Professional coach who does not complete and remain current with the online Respect in Sport certification and any updates that may be required can be disciplined in the following manner by Saskatchewan Broomball Association:


1. Not eligible for Provincial or National coaching or manager positions


2. Not eligible to be a clinician/facilitator for any Saskatchewan Broomball Association sanctioned event or program.  Some examples are as follows (list is not inclusive)


a. Broomball to Compete  (BTC) Instructor

b. Broomball for Fun (BF2) Instructor


c. Player Clinics 


d. Officials Clinics


3. Not eligible to apply for any grants or funding that may be available through Saskatchewan Broomball Association, Coaches Association of Saskatchewan or Sask  Sport 


The Executive Director will have the administrative access to the Respect in Sport database to oversee functions such as reports generation and monitoring.


Saskatchewan Broomball Association will provide coaches who have not completed the course by September 30th, 2013, the following notification for complying with this program:

i) Email / written notification with 30 day timeline to have program completed

ii) Written notification to all teams/clubs that contract coach to advise them that the coach is in non-compliance and will be sanctioned if not completed within the 30 day period.

iii) If non-compliance after (i) then coach will be notified as to what sanction(s) from above will be implemented until such time as to proof of completion of the program.  All relevant Committee Chairs, Board members, clubs etc. will also be notified.

*Coaches who have taken the new NCCP Empower+ module, Respect in School or the Hockey Canada Speak Out Program will be given equivalency to the Respect in Sport.
