· DRAW FORMAT
· Officials and Delegates rooms booked
· Draw format, now that Stacey knows numbers, the draw will be done up.

· Jr & Midget will have at least 20 games; Bantam will be a two day event depending on teams.  Could it be girls on Saturday, boys on Sunday?

· Officials will arrive on the Friday regardless due to location.

· Rotation of Provincials.  4 teams in north, 2 teams in south.  Use highway 2 as dividing point, go east/west 

· Bruno/Odessa/Estevan

· Vonda/Big River/Debden

· Move Bruno down to south, it will just be a rotation.  

· Bid in by May 1st for Provincials to SBA.  Use the rotation, so if you don’t want it, your team needs to go to the bottom of the list.  This was discussed at the AGM, SBA wants the categories input.  

· Everyone should have an equal right at hosting provincials.  

· By May 1st, teams will notify SBA of their interest to host, and they must block rooms and rink.

· Still do the rotation, but must put in a bid to host, you can lose your spot in the rotation.

Motion: Bryan Meyers/Clay Gear – Provincial hosting will be done on a rotation basis for all minor divisions.  We will look at the history to see who has not hosted as often in the past.  When knowing it’s your year to host, you must let the SBA know by May 1st if you plan to host.

· Ontario and Quebec have national qualifiers in November, if we wait until the end of February we end up paying more for flights and hotels.  

· Discussion took place regarding what the difference is about knowing now or later if you can attend Nationals.  Comments were that University students don’t know their final exam schedule yet.

· Funding is 70/30 for 1st and 2nd.  SBA no longer books flights.  

· Firm answer is still needed by December 1st.

· Odessa said they would be willing to go.
