· Chad mentioned to everyone boxes with shirts, medals etc. for provincials were to be picked up downstairs.
· COACHING ISSUES:

· All coaches need Level 1 Certified or BTC trained, plus Respect in Sport and all coaches MUST have their Criminal Record Check (handed in at category deadline), so get them done early.
· Discussion was to have it done every second year, but no it’s a requirement.  
· DRAW FORMAT
· Officials and Delegates rooms booked
· Draw format.  Decided 2 pools of 3 for boys, round robin with 1v4 and 2v3.
· Start time/Travel concerns: Estevan boys would like Saturday (big river has no limits on ice) Odessa Girls Juvenile would like as late Friday as possible or Saturday.

· If CBF wants to send two then they will have to wait for Provincials to send a second team.

· We suggested to all teams to send bond in by November 1st regardless then if you don’t go, you get your cheque back.

· Teams were wondering how the grant was divided with only one team, if only one girls team and one boys team attends then they each get the full 100% of the $4000 for each team.  If two teams go it’s 70/30.
