· REPORT FROM HOSTS

· NUMBER OF TEAMS ATTENDING
- Number of teams is unknown at this point until Rosters are in.
· COACHING ISSUES – All teams require Fully Certified Level 1 Coaches or Broomball to Compete – Trained Status
- OVERTIME - All categories, except for Midget and Bantam will play 10 minutes of sudden death 3 on 3 with goaltenders.  If the game is still tied after the 10 minute period, the game will continue with a 18 minute period of 4 on 4 with no goalies until a goal is scored - Motion Carried at the SBA AGM September 24, 2011.
