· REPORT FROM HOSTS – Bruno & Odessa
· Midget Provincials are in Bruno, ice is all booked

· Juvenile and Bantam Provincials are in Odessa, ice is all booked

· NUMBER OF TEAMS ATTENDING – Bantam, Midget & Juvenile (Clearly list in minutes)
· Number of teams attending each provincials as of now:

· Juvenile Boys – Bruno, Odessa, Estevan, Hall Lake

· Juvenile Girls – Debden, Odessa, Bruno, Estevan, Big River

· Midget Boys – Bruno, Odessa, Estevan, Debden

· Midget Girls – Odessa, Bruno, Big River

· Bantam Boys – Odessa, Debden

· Bantam Girls – Big River, Odessa, Debden

· DRAW FORMAT
· If any teams have concerns or limitations for times that they can play for provincials, call the office and we will try to accommodate your needs as best as we can.
· OVERTIME 
· For Juvenile, will remain 3 on 3 with a goaltenders for 10 minutes first goal wins, if it is still tie after the 10 minutes it goes to 4 on 4 with no goaltenders for 18 minutes until a goal is scored

· For Midget and Bantam, we will use the format of 4 on 4 with no goaltenders for a full 5 minutes. If it is still tied after 5 minutes, we will play 4 on 4 with no goaltenders, first goal scored wins the game
