I. COMMENCEMENT

II. FEE INCREASE
a. Don explained that the Affiliation fees increased this year due to our insurance increasing by $2 per player.  All affiliation fees went up by $50 per team.  The SBA also increased the registration fees this year by $50 a team.  This will assist with the increasing officials and ice costs.  
III. NATIONALS – CALGARY 2014
a. Every province gets one team to send to Nationals in Calgary.  Except for the Host group, they will get 2 teams.  This may change in December when the CBF contacts us, but until then we go with only one team.  
IV. NATIONALS – WHO IS GOING TO CALGARY?

a. The team who Saskatchewan will be sending is the Gold medal winner of the Open division in the 2013 Mixed Provincials.  That team is the Trashers.  If that team declines, then it will be offered to the Silver medal team and so on.  There is no specific criterion for the mixed division.  We aren’t sure if the Trashers will need to have 51% of their original roster or not.  Stacey will contact the CBF to obtain the guidelines and forward those to the mixed category.  

b. Can’t have 3 X players who played in Nationals in the last 3 years.  Juvenile players can’t participate in Jr Provincials and Mixed Provincials in the same year.  
Motion:   Alyssa / Tony – That the Gold medal team the Trashers will give notice to the SBA office by November 15th of their intent to attend Nationals in 2014 or not.

Motion: Greg / Alyssa – All interested Open division teams will express their interest in participating at Nationals 2014 and a $500 team bond to the SBA office by November 15th.  Teams will be selected in their order of finish at Provincials.

V. TRAVEL POOL 
a. The discussion was regarding whether or not the mixed division wanted funding from the SBA with a Travel Pool to Nationals, similar to Senior and Juvenile National teams.  At this point there is nothing set up in the budget, the SBA would have to increase fees to help build this pool for the future.  There was discussion that this division needs to start building for the future.
Motion:   Tony / Kyle – At the 2014 AGM the Mixed Category will increase their Affiliation fees by $50 a team to help build a travel pool for the Mixed Category.

VI. PROVINCIAL IN THE FUTURE

a. There are still a strong number of teams participating in the Saskatchewan Provincials.  There is some interest in having Regina travel to Saskatoon to play and vice versa in the future.  Possibly have the Masters rotate between the 2 locations.  

VII. DO WE STILL NEED THE X PLAYER RULE

a. If this rule was removed it would highly impact the Intermediate and Recreation divisions in the mixed category.  Therefore the discussion was at this point to keep this rule in play.  It helps build this division.  

b. Don Black is to talk to the CBF about possibly changing the guideline that Juvenile players who go to provincials in the current year, can’t participate at Mixed Nationals but can in Men’s or Women’s.
